Apartment Management Program (AMP)

AMP is written in Access 97. The purpose of AMP is to assist manager keeping track of apartment units and ease daily operation by total electronic automation. The program strongly emphasizes user-friendliness, strict data type checking, data error control, rigid enforcement of data integrity rules, referential integrity rules, business rules, and relational database rules. The program will be user-friendly enough to where any ordinary clerk can master it within a few days. At the beginning of every month, management can print out a report of all the tenants that have not paid their rents. They can also print out a report of all the tenants that have requested maintenance, and whether or not the problem has been addressed. Management can also print out report of projected income for the next 12 months based on the number of units that are currently occupied (positive revenue), reserved (positive revenue),  and vacant(negative revenue). Additional features are not listed here because this information is only a summary.
This program uses all available resources within Access 97 - tables, queries, forms, reports, macros, and modules. The form Tenant_Phone_List had two flavors. The first one uses Visual Basic, while the second one uses macros. Both form achieve the same objective. The following listing is a breakdown of the number of objects contained in AMP.

Tables: 20

Queries: 28

Forms: 24

Reports: 16

Macros: 3

Module: 1

This program contains about 200 pages of Visual Basic codes. It had many codes written that will served as an examples on how to implement strict data type checking, data error control, rigid enforcement of data integrity rules, business rules, and relational database rules in a business application program. For example, in the form Tenant, in order to delete a tenant, several conditions must be met. 

1) Tenant must already moved out

2) Tenant must not owed landlord any money

3) Landlord must not owed tenant any money

4) When a tenant is listed as moved out, then penalty will be charge if he moved out before the lease date is expired.

5) Total_Amount_Owed = Total_Rent_Owed + Penalty_For_Moved_Out_Early + Damage_To_Unit – Security_Deposit

There are also codes that involved using SQL. This program uses union query, parameter query, select query, calculation query, join query, make table query, delete table query and many more.
