INTRODUCTION

This is the full commercial version of the LabelWizard program.  Included in this distribution is a special, free 30-day trial-period registration key for using LabelWizard.  Once that time period has expired, you are expected to either remove the software from your system, or if you find the software useful, you should register your copy.  Paying the registration fee entitles you to continue using the software on your system.  A new registration key will be e-mailed to you once your registration payment is received.  This registration key will allow you to continue using LabelWizard on your system.

The Welcome window that displays whenever the LabelWizard program is started states how many days are left in your free registration period. NOTICE: After the 30-Day trial-period the unregistered version will no longer save or generate any output files.  Be sure to read the Shareware License Agreement before using this product.

LabelWizard is a specialized graphics tool that helps you design creative bottle labels for your homemade beers and wines.  This software has been designed to allow you to quickly and easily create custom beer and wine labels using a Way-You-See-Is-What-You-Get (WYSIWYG) format.  You are not limited to only making labels for your beers & wines; LabelWizard has the flexibility to create labels for virtually any purpose.  It is capable of creating labels of any size up to the size of the paper being used for the printer.  That means that if the paper size is a standard 8-1/2” by 11” sheet, you can design labels that are up to approximately 8” by 10-1/2”.

LabelWizard INSTALLATION:

You should have received the LabelWizard program as a single compressed file named LabelWizard2.zip.  You will need to uncompress and extract the contents of this file into its own folder.  A wide variety of ways exist to do this.  Some versions of Windows include a built-in unzipping utility.

Once you have extracted the files, you should navigate (using Windows Explorer or equivalent) to the folder where the files are located and double-click on the Setup.exe program.  This will begin execution of the installation program.  Answer the installation prompts and the LabelWizard program will be installed.
