For copy protection of content distributed by email, download or on CD that can be explored using any Windows web browser.
Installation for end use
The ArtistScope CD demo is an example of how the end product can be packaged. This content has been prepared by the ArtistScope CD packager. Although an extra installer has been used with this particular demo, the files produced by the ArtistScope CD packager can be used on their own. In the version that you will be able to provide to your clients, all your end users have to do is double click the ArtisCD.exe file and it will launch itself and automatically open your index page in their default web browser.
Portability

ArtistScope CD will run from the user’s local hard drive or from CD on any Windows computer regardless of version, ie: Win95/98/NT/ME/2000/XP etc.

How it works for your end users

ArtistScope CD creates a mini web server that can be explored using a web browser, just like your own web site online. The user begins at an index page and can then surf your content using whatever links you provide on those web pages. They do not have to be connected to the Internet and view your content locally. ArtistScope CD can be delivered to your clients by email, download or posted on CD.
ArtistScope CD copy protection
ArtistScope CD is provided to your users as a compiled exe file, the source of which is not decipherable and cannot be extracted as it is encrypted.
ArtistScope CD on its own will not prevent users from capturing information and images from individual web pages, but it will prevent them from extracting your content from the compiled exe file. ArtistScope CD can be copied in entirety for redistribution, but only in the format that you provide, making it ideal for promotion of portfolios and catalogues. It was specially designed for use with our copy protection programs that otherwise only function from a web site.
ArtistScope CD with Secure Image Pro

Secure Image Pro can be used with ArtistScope CD to protect images by encrypting them and displaying them in our security applet. The images cannot be saved by most normal methods and can only be obtain by using a screen capture program. Secure Image Pro is a separate license and existing licensees can get the latest upgrade for it to run on ArtistScope CD for free.
ArtistScope CD with Copysafe Pro
Copysafe Pro can be used with ArtistScope CD to prevent all methods of capture including screen capture. Copysafe is supported on ArtistScope CD by default by already having browser detection and plug-in installers included for all Windows web browsers. To use Copysafe on your ArtistScope CD, all you need is a license for Copysafe. Existing Copysafe licensees can get the latest upgrade that supports ArtistScope CD for free.
Copysafe Pro and Secure Image Pro upgrades

Existing licensees will have programs having domain lock for their licensed site/s only. The upgrades which include support for ArtistScope CD are free, but only to users registering ArtistScope CD.

ArtistScope CD supports almost all web content

Almost anything that you can run on your web site can be run on ArtistScope CD, including Java, JavaScript, Cgi, Asp, etc. The only limitation is that no further data can be written to the distributed file. For example if you have a shopping cart or catalogue written in Asp, it will be able to read an Access database that may be included, but it cannot record information. A clever programmer should be able to configure such a cart to write to an online database or one that is installed elsewhere on the user’s computer.

Preparing content for ArtistScope CD

Say you want to put the whole of your web site on CD? All you have to do is make a copy of that content in a new and separate folder, modify all links to function locally and relative to the index.html file which will be in the folder’s root, then point your ArtistScope CD packager to that folder and click “Build”. It’s that simple!

Your CD links can be as either “../images/some.gif” or “/images/some.gif”

ArtistScope CD tools

When you register ArtistScope CD you get two programs. ArtistScope CD Server is especially compiled to your requirements and will only need changing when an upgrade is available… ArtistScope CD already includes the Copysafe plug-ins for all Windows web browsers. The second program is the ArtistScope CD Packager which you can use to encrypt and compile your content as explained above.

Distributing your ArtistScope CD

Your CD content will be comprised of two files, the server exe file and your data file. When ArtistScope CD is run in the user’s browser the exe will automatically search the data file and deliver your content web style without an Internet connection. The exe file can be renamed to anything that you desire, but the data file cannot be renamed and must remain as produced by your ArtistScope CD packager (or it will not run).
ArtistScope CD limitations

None except that your content will not be accessible without the exe file first being started. Any new data file that you create can be explored using the same server exe file. There is no limitation to how many different data files that can be made for creating different CD distributions.
ArtistScope CD warranty and support

The successful delivery of your content will depend upon you or your web developer’s expertise (the variations are unlimited!).  ArtistScope offers no support for making what should be simple web pages or variations in the use of more advanced web tasks. ArtistScope CD is a brilliant concept and offered to developers who are assumed to know their own stuff.  

ArtistScope will provide free support for use of the program but not for creating your content. Our support forum for common (or new) questions and answers is at www.artistscope.com/support

ArtistScope CD for Mac
ArtistScope CD was primarily designed for use with Copysafe which is the most secure copy protection system available for images. Copysafe is not supported on Mac and may never be as the costs are not justified for a minority of about 3% of computer users.

Uninstall

To remove this ArtistScope CD demo all one has to do is first stop the CD by right clicking in the task bar icon and selecting ‘Exit’… and then delete the ArtistScope CD folder from your computer. 
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
